Information and Rules 

Instructors, please relay the following information to your students.

1. ELIGIBILITY: All senior high school art students, grades 9 – 12, in public and non-public schools and home-school students, grade equivalent, in Saint Paul and Saint Paul suburbs are invited to participate. 

  

2. MEDIA CATEGORIES: 12 Categories 

1. Ceramics - CER 

2. Drawing - DRW 

3. Electric Media (computer, anything requiring electricity) - EMD 

4. Jewelry - JWL 

5. Mixed media (using two or more media, ie. book arts, collage, etc.) - MMD 

6. Painting (oil, acrylic, watercolor) - PAT 

7. Photography - PHO 

8. Prints (Litho, screen, etching, etc.) - PRT 

9. Sculpture - SCU 

10. Textiles - TXT 

11. Senior Portfolio – PFL 

12. Graphic Arts/ Digital Photography - GADP 
*Teachers, please help your students classify their work and keep the classification consistent across all forms related to the submission. 

 3. QUALIFICATIONS & INSTRUCTIONS: 

· GRADES 9-12: Each student is allowed a total of five (5) entries. Entries may be in more than one distinct medium category. 

· SENIOR PORTFOLIO: Senior students are invited to submit portfolios, which is defined as a related grouping of three (3) to five (5) pieces of art that demonstrates their artistic development. This is in addition to the five (5) entries mentioned above.
· Portfolios MUST be grouped together and contained in a large envelope (a handmade envelope that adequately holds the pieces are sufficient) or a box. The only exception is where size or dimension prohibits the artwork from being grouped together. 

· Any portfolio chosen for the exhibition will be placed in the exhibition as one entry.

· Senior portfolios are not counted in the five-entry maximum. In other words, a talented senior can submit up to five entries into other categories and a portfolio of 3-5 works. 

· If a portfolio is not selected, a judge may decide to judge the individual pieces within the portfolio separately. 

· All submitted artwork (including portfolio pieces) must have been completed between April 1, 2011, and February 23, 2012. Works submitted to previous Les Farrington Best 100 Juried Art Exhibition may not be submitted. 

· To reduce paperwork, please enter the total number of artwork submissions and portfolios on the spreadsheet entry that you received via email and email it back to the project chair at Best100artshow@gmail.com no later than midnight, Thursday, February 23, 2012.  If you have not received an email with the spreadsheet entry form, immediately contact the project chair. You will be able to find all the necessary documents at www.stpauljaycees.org/best100. No entries will be accepted after February 23, 2012; only corrections to submission details will be accepted after the date. 

· SPREADSHEET ENTRY FORM:  New this year – the only information needed is the school’s name, instructor’s name/contact information, total number of pieces being submitted, and the total value of all pieces (a rough estimate is sufficient) (one line of information – one minute of time).  Detailed information on the students and their artwork will be provided on the entry form with each piece of artwork.
· For insurance purposes, and to accredit the work, the instructors must include a total value for all pieces submitted.
· Please label each piece of artwork with the instructor’s name, school, the student’s first and last name, medium, title, and value with the provided entry from (two entry forms per sheet – you will be required to make copies in order to label all your pieces). If you are submitting a portfolio, please attach a label to each piece, e.g., a portfolio piece would be labeled 1 of 3; 2 of 3; 3 of 3.  It is your responsibility to ensure that each piece is clearly labeled.  The Saint Paul Jaycees will not be responsible for pieces that are not clearly identified.  Instructors should review the works submitted by their students and select that which is high quality. This preliminary appraisal at the school will assure that the jury is selecting from a diverse range of art and only from those pieces of highest quality representing each school. 

· To guarantee the correct spelling of students’ names on the programs and awards, please double check label information before submitting. 

· Please work with your students to title all pieces of artwork. 
· Entries are limited to a total of 100 submissions per school. Home-schooled students are restricted to the individual entry limits mentioned above.
4. AWARD CATEGORIES: 

 

1. Senior Portfolio Award (2) $1000 Award each 

2. Senior Portfolio Merit Award (2) $500 Award each 

3. Junior-Senior Scholarship Award (4) $200 Award each 

4. Juror's Awards (3) $100 Award each 

5. Presidential Selection (1) $100 

6. Merit Awards - Exemplary Work in the Exhibition awarded a certificate. (12) $25

 

 

5. AWARD DESCRIPTIONS: 

 

 SENIOR PORTFOLIO AWARDS: Open to high school (or equivalent) seniors only. A portfolio is defined as a related grouping of works that demonstrates the student's artistic development. Three to five works completed between April 1, 2011 and February 23, 2012 will be accepted. Portfolios will be judged on originality, execution, and the working relationship between the individual works. 

 

JUNIOR-SENIOR SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS: 

Open to juniors and seniors only. Based on the success of the artwork (color scheme, execution, originality, etc.), this award will be granted to a single work of art. 

  

MERIT AWARDS: 

These awards are granted for outstanding achievement in each media category represented. 

HONORABLE MENTIONS: 

These awards are granted for high achievement in each media category represented. 

JUROR'S AWARDS: 

Each juror will select one piece of his or her choice, of any medium. 

  

PRESIDENTIAL SELECTION: 

The President of the Saint Paul Jaycees will select one piece of his or her choice, of any medium. 

 6. ART PREPARATION PRIOR TO DELIVERY: 

Any artwork received that is NOT ready to install will NOT be eligible for competition. Do NOT use frames or glass in preparing your art for hanging. Pieces that use frames or glass for hanging purposes will NOT be eligible for competition. 
· If you have specific questions regarding installation requirements please contact the project chair at Best100artshow@gmail.com for further inquiry. 

· All paintings MUST be wired, for hanging using only strained metal wire. 

· If it is unclear how the piece should be displayed (for instance, which side should be at the top), please attach a note with an arrow indicating how the piece should be viewed. 

· Drawings, prints, watercolors and paper art, as well as photographs, MUST be matted using 4 ply matt board with protective backing. No foam corners. 

· Package works appropriately to ensure safe travel to the drop-off site. Removal of packaging is student’s/instructor’s responsibility upon delivery. 

 

 

7. LIABILITY 

The Saint Paul Jaycees and AZ Gallery will exercise every reasonable precaution in the care and handling of the artwork. Please be aware that neither the Saint Paul Jaycees nor AZ Gallery will have any responsibility or liability for works prior to the selection of art for exhibition. ONLY those works selected for exhibit will be covered under an insurance policy, and liability will be limited to the value stated on the Entry Form.  The Saint Paul Jaycees and its former and present officers, members, and agents, as well as the Saint Paul Jaycee’s individual board members cannot be held liable for any damage that may occur to your artwork while being stored, transported, judged, or exhibited. 

Liability coverage will terminate on the date that the artwork is to be removed from the premises (Friday, March 9, 2012 for pieces selected to be in the exhibition).  Neither AZ Gallery nor the Saint Paul Jaycees and its former and present officers, members, and agents, as well as the Saint Paul Jaycee’s individual board members will be liable after the designated time of removal has expired for Artwork left on the premises and any such Artwork will not be covered under any insurance policy.  

8. JUDGING 

1. A jury composed of three art professionals will evaluate entries. 

2. Entries will be considered solely on the basis of originality, creativity and execution through a blind judging process. Schools and student names are not disclosed to the judges. No guarantee is stated or implied as to whether a specific student's works will be exhibited in the exhibition. 

3. The type or cost of materials used will not be a factor in the judging process. 

4. No guarantee is stated or implied as to whether a specific student's works will be selected in the exhibition. 

 

9. SUBMITTAL AND PICK UP OF ENTRIES: 

· Art submissions (drop off) will ONLY be accepted at the AZ Gallery on Thursday, March 1, 2012 between the hours of 4:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. 
· To ensure as smooth of a delivery process as possible, each school will be emailed a drop off time confirmation Monday, February 27, 2012. Drop off times will be in 15 minute increments. If this time does not work for your school, you must pre-arrange another time with the project chair. 

· Only art teachers are allowed to drop-off and pick-up artwork. Students may assist in delivery and handling. 

1. All participating schools must enter their respective works as a group. 

2. Neither the Saint Paul Jaycees nor the hosting facility is responsible for early drop-off and/or artwork left beyond the pick-up dates and times. (See Art Exhibit Schedule.) 

3. Please bring packing materials to ensure safe travel to and from the exhibition facility and to and from the school. 

ARTWORK NOT SELECTED FOR EXHIBITION 

1. All teachers must arrange to pick up the art not selected for the exhibition on Sunday, March 4, between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. 

· Again, art teachers must personally pick up the works. Students may assist in the pick-up and handling. 

2. Please bring packing materials to ensure safe travel to and from the exhibition facility and to and from the school. 

3. The Saint Paul Jaycees and AZ Gallery are NOT responsible for unselected artwork left beyond this date. Remember these pieces are NOT covered under insurance policy and there is no area to store them. 

10. INVITATIONS: 

1. Invitations for the Reception and Awards Ceremony will be prepared for each student whose work is represented in the exhibition as well as each instructor whose students have one or more items in the exhibition. 

2. Please verbally invite all of your students, friends and school communities to visit The Saint Paul Jaycees Annual Les Farrington Best 100 Juried Art Exhibition during the gallery hours. Please see the AZ website at www.theazgallery.org for gallery hours. 

3. Winning artwork will be on display March 9 through March 31, 2012.
